Overview 
 

Sister-to-Sister is a mentoring ministry 

of Colonial Baptist Church for women 18 

and over.  Mentors, who are mature 

Christians, serve as role models and 

trusted friends.  Through consistent time 

spent in prayer, one-to-one activities and 

special group events, Big Sisters (mentors) 

and Little Sisters (mentees) develop an 

enduring relationship. The primary idea is 

for women ages 18 to 39 to be considered 

Little Sisters, and women ages 40 and 

over to be the Big Sisters.  However, 

individual needs may dictate an overlap in 

roles.  The main goal is to establish a 

meaningful friendship for support, 

guidance, love and encouragement.

The symbol for Sister-to-Sister is the 

butterfly which signifies transformation. 

Our relationships will evolve and will not 

be at the same level at the end as it was 

in the beginning.  Just as, through Christ, 

our lives are transformed as we grow 

deeper in our relationship with Him.
